Introduction / Background

France has been engaged in a revision of the French version of INT 1. During correspondence within the subWG, some minor changes were suggested, involving allocation of new INT1 numbers. 

Discussion & Recommendations
1.
F40: this entry covers both ‘canal’ (on large and smaller scale charts) and ‘distance markers’. However, distance markers may also be applied to rivers and occasionally in the outer reaches of an entrance channel to a port. It does not make clear the difference between the sloping magenta symbol and the black upright symbol. 

It is recommended that F40 is limited to the depiction of canals (to scale on large scale charts, by a symbol line on smaller scales). The symbol for a distance marker should be transferred to new entries:

· F45.1 Distances along a waterway, no visible marker (magenta sloping)

· F45.2 Distances along a waterway with visible markers (black upright)

2.
H20: the word (sounding) should be moved from under ‘observed depth’ to under ‘charted depth’, as this is the application of the word on charts (B-412).

3.
H30: this entry is intended mainly to show an example of a tidal levels table. At present, the lettered box ‘Offshore position for which tidal levels are tabulated’ is shown as a note within the box. 
It is recommended that it should have a separate entry at H47, similar to the tidal stream diamond at H46.

4.
P11 gives colours for lights. There is currently no list of colours for buoys and beacons (or any other structures, such as landmarks).

It is recommended that the heading at P11 should be amended to ‘Colours of lights, buoys and other structures’. A cross reference should then be inserted at Q2, Q110 and possibly E.

Justification and Impacts

· Minor amendments to INT 1 and M-4 at next revisions. 

Action required of CSPCWG

The CSPCWG is invited to consider the suggested new entries and cross references in INT1. 
It is also invited to discuss and approve the clarification to the colours of the distance marker symbols, which involves a small change to B-307 and, therefore,, may need approval by Member States.
