Done. The IHO Legal Advisory Committee Chairperson, Ms. Danièle DION (Canada), was asked “Whether, in regard to the voyage recording provision at paragraph 10.6 of the IMO Performance Standards for ECDIS, the term “time-zero” is a legally defined term, or should be defined”. Her  response is quoted below:

       The term “time-zero” is not a legally defined term in the sense that it has not been the subject of litigation, nor has it been judicially defined, and it is not used in Canadian statutes.

       In my view, the voyage recording requirement is fairly unambiguous: the ECDIS should have a capability of preserving and reproducing the navigation and the official database used during the previous 12 hours. What is encompassed in that 12 hours is not defined, and the 12-hour time period could represent part of a voyage just as it could represent several voyages. This time period is much easier to interpret than to define when a voyage starts and ends. A ship can be the subject of various commercial charterparties which could cover the same or overlapping periods of time: bareboat charterparty, voyage charterparty, sub-voyage charterparty, etc. From a litigation point of view, it would be advisable to keep a 12-hour record: for instance, it provides a verification source and evidence of the system’s functionality; it gives a 12-hour grace period in the event that an incident goes unnoticed or unreported; it allows more time to the shipowner’s shore personnel to conduct audits of the ship’s acitivities and performance.

       In the event that a concept similar to that of “time-zero” is required, the term should be incorporated into the performance standards and should be expressly defined.

One issue which might more importantly warrant IMO input is the requirement for guidelines to preserve the record in the event of a casualty. It should made compulsory upon the ship’s officers to stop the recording and remove the record as early as possible following a casualty, and to commence a new recording on a new disc.
