NAVAREA VI extends between parallels 35° 50° S (the north limit of the area coincides
with the sea lateral limit between Brazil and Uruguay, which is the 128° true azimuth of
river Chuy to 200 miles from the coast, and from this point on according to the above
parallel direction), and Antarctic coastline, and between Cabo de Hornos meridian and 20°
W meridian.

6. - Contingency Planning:

An agreement between the Servicio de Hidrografia Naval (Argentina), as the
NAVAREA VI Coordinator, and the Diretoria de Hidrografia e Navegacao (Brazil), as
the NAVAREA V Coordinator, is underway to set a common procedure, through a
Contingency Plan, for a mutual support in the event a catastrophic failure arises in the
SafetyNET service of either NAVAREA Coordinators. The purpose of this is to ensure
broadcast and monitoring of Maritime Safety Information (MSI) of NAVAREA
warnings from the affected Coordinator by the other Coordinator until such failure is
corrected.

NAVAREA VI broadcast via SafetyNET service are made through AOR-W satellite
with LES at EIK (Norway), while NAVAREA V broadcast are made through AOR-E
satellite with LES at Tangué (Brazil). There has arisen an incompatibility in the LES
configuration for broadcast of NAVAREA VI warnings by NAVAREA V. From last
2009 WWNWS meeting in Monaco to June 2010, both countries have been reviewing
and looking for an alternative way to carry

out the current agreement, and now that NAVAREA V LES has shifted from Tangua to
Burum (Netherlands), there would be no hindrance to go on with the above mentioned
analysis.



7.- Capacity Building:

The Diretoria de Hidrografia e Navegacao (Brazil), in agreement with the Servicio de
Hidrografia Naval (Argentina), is in the process of organizing a practical IHO course on
processing and dissemination of Maritime Safety Information (MSI), to train the system
operators in every country, for the purpose of optimizing operational proceedings in
radio navigational warnings dissemination. This proposal was presented by the
NAVAREA V Coordinator at the 4™ South-West Atlantic Hydrographic Regional
Commission (SWAtHC) held in Buenos Aires, Argentina. According to NAVAREA V
proposal, the training course would take place in 2011 in Brazil with the IHO consent.

The Fourth South-West Atlantic Regional Hydrographic Commission (SWAtHC) was
held in Buenos Aires, on 25 - 26 March 2010.
