Eastern Mediterranean and Aegean Seas 

There is no coordination in the International NAVTEX Service in the Eastern Mediterranean 

and Aegean Seas due to the lack of agreement between Greece and Turkey, and between 

Cyprus and Turkey regarding the delimitation of NAVTEX service areas.  

In such a situation, this NAVAREA III Coordinator assesses all information upon receipt in 

the light of expert knowledge for relevance to navigation, even though the information is 

submitted by the Turkish Coordinator.  

This NAVAREA III Coordinator is aware that such information is not being passed on to the 

Greek Coordinator or the Cypriot Coordinator, as it should be as per the NAVTEX Manual if 

the International NAVTEX service was properly coordinated between Greece and Turkey, 

and between Cyprus and Turkey.

service in those areas remains uncoordinated.
