Action item 23 of 1st CSPCWG meeting in Monaco states:

“AU to draft guidelines for area limits, covering hierarchies, multi-feature lines and tint bands, and submit to WG for review.”

Analysis / Discussion

When DK recently claimed the establishment of a Contiguous Zone it suddenly became clear to us that we had an outstanding problem in charting different maritime limits/zones in the Danish waters. Also it became clear that we might have misinformed the user by charting the existing boundaries the way we have chosen to do till now.

The reason why we have realized the problem now is that these areas are claimed to have the same outer limit in some parts of our waters:

· the International Boundary between DK and SE

· the Danish Territorial Sea

· the Danish Contiguous Zone and

· the Danish Exclusive Economical Zone

We also know that at least Sweden and Germany may have the same problem but probably also other countries might have similar problems in showing these areas on their paper charts.
