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This report has been prepared by Roberts as an active member of TSMAD, but should not be taken as the official views of TSMAD.

Meetings held since CSPCWG2 meeting
1. TSMAD12 and SubWg9, 7-11 November 2005, held at Wollongong, Australia;

2. TSMAD SubWg10, 15-19 May 2006, held in Brest, France; and

3. TSMAD13 and SubWg11, 18-22 September, 2006 in Wellington, New Zealand

Work Programme and items of possible interest to CSPCWG
Up until the TSMAD13 meeting, TSMAD was largely responsible for the maintenance of S-57 and associated publications S-58 Recommended ENC Tests; S-61 RNC Product Specification; and S-62 ENC Producer Codes.  Its SubWg was largely responsible for the development of S-100, the proposed geospatial standard for hydrographic data, and associated Product Specifications.  At TSMAD13, this former SubWg was incorporated into TSMAD with the development of S-100 and a new ENC Product Specification (S-101) being its primary tasks.  New SubWgs were formed for S-58 and preparation of new ENC Encoding Bulletins and FAQs which are promulgated on the IHO website.  The work program is based on the priorities assigned within the detailed Work Plan approved by CHRIS.

The principal activities of possible interest to the CSPCWG have been:

· S-57 Supplement No1 (edition 3.1.1):

This supplement was developed by TSMAD to permit those HOs that have Archipelagic Sea Lanes and Particularly Sensitive Sea Areas to be able to encode them in ENCs.  This action followed the development of the new specifications in M-4.  This supplement was approved by CHRIS18 in Sep 2006 and is expected to be published later this year with an implementation date of early 2008.  HOs producing S-57 E3.1 ENCs will not have to move to E3.1.1 unless they are required to encode ASLs.

· New ENC Encoding Bulletins and frequently asked questions (FAQs):

Issues raised within TSMAD relating to ENC encoding, and from CSMWG and CSPCWG have required new guidance to try and standardise the way certain existing and new features are encoded.  As M-4 is being reviewed, some amended specifications have resulted in new ENC Encoding Bulletins.  The new SubWg set up to handle these bulletins, will also be responsible for examining the CSPCWG Letters regarding M-4 reviews, and replying on behalf of TSMAD.  The SubWg comprises experienced ENC encoders, very familiar with M-4 and paper chart compilation.  Following on from CSPCWG2 and its activities, TSMAD13 approved the preparation of a FAQ for Differential GPS and ENC Encoding Bulletins for AIS, ASLs, ESSAs, PELs, PSSAs, and wrecks. 
· Development of the S-100 Feature Data Dictionary and the new ENC Product Specification (S-101):

An IHO registry will be developed in accordance with the ISO suite of standards on geographic information.  Within this registry will be several registers, the first being the Hydrographic Feature Data Dictionary (similar to the S-57 Object Catalogue).  It will be enlarged substantially to permit various other hydrographic features to be encoded and wont remain chart specific.  Other related organisations may have their own registers within the IHO registry, such as AMLs, ICE features, MIOs, Inland ECDIS, etc.  The CSMWG is also preparing a symbol register and may also develop a simple set of presentation rules for ECDIS as another register.  If the CSPCWG so wished, it could develop a separate register for paper chart symbols which may in time replace the official INT1s.  Part of the work in preparing the FDD will be to have S-57 and future definitions reviewed by the CHD (S-32).  This work will be discussed in agenda item 10.4 and may impact on M-4 to some extent.
Additions to M-4 references and changes to INT1 approved by the CSPCWG will result in amendments to the cross referencing in the new S-100 FDD, which will probably also be referenced in the new ENC Product Specification.  As M-4 is currently developing ahead of TSMAD, any charges to M-4 may impact on S-101.  Many of the issues for S-57 ENCs are handled by issuing ENC Encoding Bulletins.
· Reports of the CSPCWG reviews was presented to TSMAD12 and 13 meetings (see TSMAD13-9.2Rev1)
Problems Encountered
As with other WGs, is it difficult to obtain experts on various topics, particularly with the development of S-100.  In the past there has been little official liaison between TSMAD and CSPCWG, but hopefully this will significantly improve with the formation of the new SubWg for TSMAD. 

Conclusions and Recommended Actions
Better liaison between related CHRIS WGs is essential as various charting standards and specifications are reviewed and developed.  Once S-101 development commences, there may be new features encoded for ENCs that need to also be considered for M-4.
