Introduction / Background

1. Introduction / Background

Philippines NM 07(143)/06 recently inserted a ‘quarantine station’ at sea on a chart. No current symbol exists, although there are symbols for a quarantine anchorage area (N12.8) and a quarantine building (F62.1). S-32 also refers to a quarantine buoy (marking a quarantine anchorage), but there is no symbol in INT 1.
2. Analysis / Discussion

It is believed that a ‘quarantine station’ is where the port health officials will board and give clearance for the ship to proceed into port.  Only if there is a problem will ships go to the quarantine anchorage.  It is has been suggested that this procedure increasingly applies at other places – Cannakkale Bogazi (The Dardanelles) and Suez Canal have been mentioned, but we have found no evidence.
The quarantine station referred to in the Philippine NM is not collocated with the pilot boarding position; it is about 0.7M distant. It is about 2.5M from the quarantine anchor berth.
3. Conclusions

No existing symbol is appropriate for a ‘quarantine station’. However, the existing magenta circle with a cross inside used for quarantine anchorages (N12.8) could be used on its own, or possibly with a legend, and would be reasonably intuitive. Alternatively, the pilot boarding station symbol with a legend (T1.3) could be adopted. However, unless the need is more than this one example, it does not seem appropriate to invent a symbol. It is assumed that any ship approaching a port would be told where to meet any health officials, if they do not board from the pilot boat or after docking.
4. Recommendations

No action at the moment, unless further evidence of a need is available. In anticipation, consider the symbol options and develop a recommendation: adopt the existing magenta circle with a cross inside as a stand alone symbol to mean ‘Boarding place for health officials’? INT 1 reference suggested would be T5. 
Although it may be possible to fit into B-490 somewhere (Marine Services and Signal Station), a more appropriate place may be at B-431.9.
5. Justification and Impacts

If justified, the specification could be included in the current revision of B-431, and included in next editions of INT 1. 

6. Action required of CSPCWG

The CSPCWG is invited to discuss the need, and endorse or amend the recommendation. 
Members are requested to advise whether they are aware of other ‘quarantine stations’ and their precise function.
