1. Introduction / Background
Extract from CSPCWG2 record:
8.8 Charting of Differential GPS stations (ES)
The WG discussed the value of charting DGPS stations and it was agreed that DGPS stations may be charted if required, by use of the magenta radio circle with associated upright legend DGPS, ie as German national symbol Sa.
It was agreed that INT 1 S51 was the appropriate place for the new symbol. Chairman and Secretary would review the options for the placement of an associated specification in M-4.
ACTION 23: Secretary to draft CSPCWG Letter to WG members, TSMAD and C&SMWG, re proposal for DGPS stations, and include suggested placement of specification in M-4.

The new symbol was approved by IHO Member States following consultation by IHO CL 30/2006. Confirmation was given by IHO CL 48/2006. The symbol will be added to INT 1 as described in due course.

2. Recommendations

a) There remains a need to include specifications for the new symbol (as it has been agreed that all INT symbols should have related entries in M-4). The CSPCWG Secretary has therefore drafted a specification below, to be located in M-4 as stated in Annex B to IHO CL 30/2006.
