1. The National Marine Data and Information Service (NMDIS) of the State Oceanic 

Administration (SOA) of China has kindly offered to host and organize SCUFN-24. The 
meeting will take place at the China People’s Palace Hotel, Zhenwumiao Road No.1, 
Fuxingmenwai Avenue, Xicheng District, 100860 Beijing.  

 
2. The China People’s Palace is also the recommended hotel for SCUFN-24 attendees to stay.

“Members are expected to attend every meeting of the Sub-Committee. Sub-Committee Members who 

are absent from meetings over two consecutive years will normally be considered to have resigned and 

new nominations shall be sought from the relevant parent organization.”
