disaster management organisation
which is activated from time to time.
However seeing the expanse of the
country and the type of natural
disasters that can unfold from floods,
earthquakes, tsunami etc a National
Disaster Management Authority has
been  established under the
chairmanship of the Prime Minister.
The Authority has been asked with
preparing responses to various types
of disaster. At present it is fine tuning
the national response to tsunami and a
core group has been set up to
formulate guidelines for tsunami
warning and mitigation. The Chief
Hydrographer to the Gol is a member
of this core group.

The complete gamut of tsunami
warning system in India comes under
the ambit of the Ministry of Earth
Sciences and the Department of
Science and Technology who are in
constant liaison with the IOC on this
issue. Hence the Chief Hydrographer
on his own cannot activate the system.
The point is however noted for future
reference.
